Sermon Outline Notes: John 5: 16—30 Life through the Son

Introduction

Jesus has always been a controversial figure. However what makes
Jesus controversial is not what he taught, but the person he claimed
to be. Christians have insisted, following the New Testament that no
category was sufficient to describe Jesus, except the category of
divinity itself.

‘In the beginning was the Word and the Word was with God and the
Word was God.... The Word became flesh and made his dwelling
among us’ John 1:1, 14

The Extraordinary Claim
(i) Verses16-18
1 The controversy had already started in the years of Jesus
public ministry!
1 Jesus claimed a special Father/Son relationship to God
that was utterly unique to him.

(ii) Verse 19 his deeds are divine deeds, they are a perfect
reproduction in miniature of the cosmic activity of God.

(iii) Verse 20 his knowledge is a divine knowledge

(iv) Verse 21 Jesus claims divine prerogatives- life and death lie
in his hands

(v)  Verse 22 Jesus claims to have divine authority.

(vi) Verse 23 Jesus claims ‘divine worship”: ‘that all may
honour the Son just as they honour the Father'.

Despite all these claims Jesus sees himself not as a rival to God’s
throne but as a humble recipient of God'’s grace. For all his divine
titles, here is an unpretentious man, utterly subordinate and
obedient to God the father. Here is a man as we are meant to be.
Here also is the paradox we can never fully understand, the
equation we can never solve, 1+1=1. Two natures human and
divine—but one person.
The critical decision
Verse 21 -There is a fascinating nuance in the words Jesus uses
here. To be strictly accurate to the original Greek he  says
something more like “out of death into life”. In other

words he thinks of death and life not so much as descriptions of
a person’s physical condition, but as spiritual spheres or
environments within which a person exists. Its almost as if
John has in mind that death and life are parallel universes, the
one converging to extinction, the other expanding into an ever
richer possibility of existence.

1 Jesus has created in his own person, a kind of interface; he
acts like a door into that new world.

1 Eternal life is not something for which a Christian waits, it is a
sphere of existence into which he or she, through Jesus has
already entered. One day that new identity a person hasin
this other universe will become a glaringly obvious reality-see
verses 28-29.

Conclusion
The controversy about the person of Jesus is not a mere academic
debate! It is a life and death issue. What Jesus offers us is personal
access through his person into a whole new universe. He of
course puts us on the spot here—he calls us to make a decision.

Points to Ponder
